· Recognise systems of weather affecting the UK - anticyclones and depressions and the sequences of weather associated with each.

· Understand how it rains and be able to explain why a depression brings rain.

· Be able to identify the warm front, cold front, occluded front, warm sector and cold air in a depression. 

· Be able to apply knowledge of weather systems to make decisions about daily activities e.g. if a depression is approaching the UK – it will bring rain – no need to water plants in the garden.

· Give a definition of climate.

· Understand the Greenhouse Effect and Global Warming.

· Know what greenhouse gases are, explain how human activity is causing our planet to get warmer and suggest possible ways we can reduce greenhouse gases and our carbon footprints.
