Pupils could be asked on anything that is taken from pages 60-83 of their workbook.  On the school VLE, pupils will find .pdf files of their notes to help with their revision, along with mp3 recordings of the pieces they have studied this term, so that they can remind themselves how the pieces sound and be better able to recognise them in the test.  Pupils should be able to link the piece they listen to with the surname of the composer who wrote it, and the country that he came from.

In addition, the test will involve some “Ear Tests” – namely, listening exercises where pupils may hear:-
· Instruments of the Orchestra played for you to identify

· Sequences of four notes, played one after the other, from which you will have to select the highest or the lowest
· Songs during which you might have to list the instruments you can hear playing, or the number of times a certain word or phrase is sung
